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U.S. TRANSPORT COUNCIL’S DISTINGUISHED LEADERSHIP AWARD FOR 2007

PRESENTED TO SENATOR PETE DOMENICI

Domenici Saluted for Contributions to Energy Security and National Security
WASHINGTON DC --- The United States Transport Council (USTC) has presented its 2007 Distinguished Leadership Award to Senator Pete V. Domenici (R-NM) in recognition of the Senator’s thirty-five years of leadership in the United States Senate on behalf of energy security and nuclear energy.  The award was presented in conjunction with the Council’s April 24-26, 2007, National Transportation Summit V in Washington, DC.

Inaugurated in 2005, the Council’s Distinguished Leadership Award is presently annually to recognize extraordinary contributions to energy and national security by United States policymakers and members of the nuclear energy community.

The award cited Senator Domenici’s service in the Senate over four decades and 13,000 votes and his ‘record of unparalleled achievement as the State of New Mexico’s longest serving United States Senator.”  It its Award presentation ceremony, the Council lauded Senator Domenici for “championing clean, safe, secure nuclear energy” and “for fostering a new era of clean affordable energy in the United States and the world.”

“As the steward of the Nuclear Energy Policy Act of 2005, Senator Domenici has propelled the development of a new generation of nuclear power plants,” said USTC Chairman Gene Gleason.    His exemplary service on the Senate Committees on Energy and Natural Resources, Appropriations and Budget is without peer.  Senator Domenici is in every sense a distinguished leader, statesman and patriot,” Gleason said.
The USTC was formed in 2002 to provide factual information on nuclear materials transportation experience, safety, emergency planning and security.  Today, the Council, a not-for-profit, non-lobbying, organization, is the industry’s leading voice for public education and policy consensus on a host of transportation and commerce-related topics including all aspects of the nuclear energy fuel cycle.
